Under State Statute the only excused absence from school is due to health reasons or family 
emergency.  When a parent or guardian permits his/her child to be absent from school for another 
reason, other than Three Lakes High School Policy, the absence is termed unexcused.  Then 
according to school policy, the work missed by the student may not be made up and zeroes will 
be given. 
 
Three Lakes School Policy lists circumstances in which a student may be excused with three days 
notice which are:  bonafide religous holiday, non-emergency medical appointments, a court 
appearance or other legal procedure which requires the attendance of the student, vacations in 
which the student is traveling with his/her own family, and other good cause shown in advance to 
the principal.  Discretion should be used on the length of time the student is withdrawn from 
school, how much school the student has already missed, and how much time the student can 
afford to miss from the classroom because of grades at that time. 
 
The school, being concerned with your child's educational progress, has provided means for each 
teacher to inform the parent/guardian of their opinion relative to the anticipated absence.  After 
your child has completed the form and submitted it to the principal for approval, a copy will be 
given to the student to return to the parent/guardian.
